Even though the QS machine was
rigged, what was the original purpose?

Vadodara

The government had
installed a QS machine just
outside the main gate of
Vadodara District Panchayat
during the year 2006-07 to
make information about the
information and schemes of
the District Panchayat easily
available to the people. But
after a few years, when it was
closed and the technology
became outdated, this
machine was finally used and
a PC was set up as a backup
for the punching machine for
the employees coming to the
Panchayat. Even today, many
applicants come to the District
Panchayat, and since some
information is still unknown,
this machine could have been
used if it had been repaired
or properly maintained. But
today, its postmortem has
been done and used. At that
time, the purpose of this QS
machine was that citizens
could easily get various
government schemes and
other important information.
At that time, such machines
worth an estimated Rs. 75
thousand were installed in
various District Panchayats.

Machine gathering dust
due to lack of proper
maintenance

This QS machine is
gathering dust due to lack of
proper maintenance and
negligence. In today's digital
era, where technology is
changing day by day,
government machines have
become like dustbins. It is
surprising that this QS
machine is being used for
other purposes now.

When the machine broke
down, instead of repairing it,
jugaad was done.

We investigated this and
got information from a known
employee. This machine was
placed in the district
panchayat during the year
2006-07 and it was providing
information, but over time its

Meaard e

use stopped. Later, the parts
of the machine were
separated, jugaad was done
in it and a monitor was

installed, it has been
converted into a 'punching
machine' to record the
attendance of the employees,
which has a different identity.

Today, this QS machine is
also being used as a backup
for the punching machine that
has been installed in the
Vadodara District Panchayat
for the employees coming in.
Currently, three different
punching machines have been
installed in the District
Panchayat for the attendance
of about 150 employees, but
only one of them is functional,
while the remaining two
machines are just decorative
ornaments.

This incident is an example
of how government
machinery and technology can
go to waste due to lack of
proper care and use. The
original purpose of this QS
machine was to provide
information to the people, but
today it has become just a part
of the attendance registration
system. If such work is not paid
attention to by the
administration, then in the future
more such machines will gather
dust without being used. We
tried to talk to the authorities
about this. However, no authority
has any specific information on
this matter and we assured you
that we will respond to you after
knowing it.

Illegal religious place
demolished in Okha Port

Mega demolition continues for third consecutive day
in Bet Dwarka, land worth over 15 crores exposed

Dwarka Khambhaliya

Today is the third day of
the massive demolition drive
underway in Bet Dwarka and
Okha areas. The authorities
have so far de-encroached on
a total of 36,400 square
metres of government land,
worth an estimated Rs 15
crore, during this operation.
A religious place illegally
constructed on government
land in Okha area has also
been demolished under this
operation. A tight police
presence was deployed to
maintain law and order
during this operation.
Authorities said that under
this operation, all illegal
encroachments are being
removed without any
discrimination.

The next day, notices were
given to a total of 450
Assamese in the Balapar area
of ??Bet Dwarka by
demolishing 111 structures
and opening up 24,400
square meters of land. Out of
which, so far, 111 structures
have been demolished and
24,400 square meters of
government land have been
opened up. In which the
pressures on government
land on Revenue Survey No.
108 were removed. The
estimated cost of which is
13.12 crores. It is worth
mentioning that this
demolition work was started
from Saturday morning.

In the presence of the
Deputy Collector and the

District Police Chief, under the

guidance of one SP and three
DySps, around 1000 police
and SRP personnel were
deployed with tight security to
relieve the pressure, which is
still ongoing. Demolition
continues for the third day in
Bet Dwarka area. The
authorities continued the
pressure removal campaign
in the Operation Demolition
that started on Saturday in
Dwarka Panthak on Sunday.
Since morning, the authorities
had been working to remove
unauthorized encroachments
in the Balapar area of ??Bet
Dwarka. From morning to
afternoon, about 30
pressures worth about Rs.
two crore were removed in
the work done by the Dwarka
Revenue Administration and
the District Police
Administration.

About 30 more
encroachments were
demolished on Sunday. The
Dwarka Revenue
Administration turned a blind
eye to the increasing
unauthorized construction in
the historically important
Dwarka and Bet Dwarka and
after taking a planned action,
on Saturday, as it seemed
inevitable, another action was
started to remove illegal
encroachments in the Balapar
area of ??Bet Dwarka. The
team of Dwarka Provincial
Officer IAS Amol Awate and
District Police Chief Nitesh
Pandey started the work of

removing illegal constructions
in different residential areas
on Saturday with full vigilance
to prevent any untoward
incident. In two days, a site
worth Rs. 13.12 crore was
exposed, in which on the first
day, 12,500 square meters of
government land including
pasture worth Rs. 6.72 crore

was exposed. Many
encroaching Assamese have
been served notices
regarding their

encroachment. Then, the work
that was incomplete yesterday
was resumed from Sunday
morning. In which, amidst tight
security of the police force, the
revenue administration carried
out demolition work in the
Balapar area itself. According
to the details released, more
residential encroachments
have been exposed today. In
which constructions on an
estimated 3800 square meters
of land have been removed.
The total market value of this
site is estimated to be more
than two crores. To ensure that
there is no disruption in the
functioning of the
administration in the Bet
Dwarka area, the entire parish
has been cordoned off, and the
movement of pilgrims from
outside has been largely
stopped. Not only this, a police
team was also patrolling the
entire area with a convoy of
vehicles to ensure that no
mischievous elements raise
their heads here and to ensure
the rule of law.

Two cases of public
fights in the state

A group of 15 people in Rajkot fought with knives, sticks and
pipes, in Surat a young man ran to fight in public with a sword

Rajkot

Two cases of public fights
have come to light in the
state, one of which took
place in Rajkot. In it, a simple
fight at a tea house took a
violent turn, while the other
case has come to light from
Surat. In this, a young man,
after a fight over a pet dog,
ran to fight in public with a
sword, although in both
cases, the police have
registered a case and
arrested the accused.

Fight at the Chaani Hotel
with Dhoka, Pipe:

Two incidents of fights
were reported in the city's
University Police Station area
during the Uttarayan festival
celebrations in Rajkot. In the
first incident, around 2 pm,
10 to 12 people came to the
Thakardhani Chaani Hotel
near Bhagat Singh Garden at
Akashwani Chowk on
University Road in Rajkot city
and were talking to each
other. During this, for some
reason, a fierce argument
broke out between these
people and then the matter
escalated to a fight. In this
incident, a young man was
also seen threatening with a
knife, so that the matter
became more complicated
and they were seen fighting
each other with open hands
as well as using Dhoka, pipes
and tea making talismans
and chairs to make a fight in
public.

Police have registered a
complaint against 15 people

and after CCTV footage of
the entire incident came to
light, the university police
have registered a complaint
against Ranjit Jograna, Nagji
Jograna, Kishan Bambhwa,
Bharat Bambhwa, Pankaj
Dama, Jitu Dama, Sanju
Parihar, Danish Desani,
Nishant Thakur, Chakra
Saud, Lokendra Saud, Tej
Saud, Manoj Thakur, Birju

Saud and Anup Saud for
breach of peace in public
under Section 192(4) of the
IPC.

A fight broke out between
two parties after two
vehicles collided,

while in another incident,
a rickshaw collided with the
vehicle of a young man who
had gone to collect water at
a water filter plant near
Sheetal Park Chowk,
resulting in verbal abuse,
beating and head-butting.
The university police have
registered a complaint of
face-to-face fighting
between both parties in this
incident and have taken
action.

A video of a fight

between two families in
Surat's Pandesara area
went viral on social media,
in which the matter
escalated to such an extent
that one person even tried to
kill him with a sword in
public. Apart from this, they
also hit each other with
wooden blows, however, the
police have registered a case
in this matter and detained
two people, while the injured
have been shifted to the
hospital for treatment.

A fight broke out

between two families in
Pandesara area over a pet
dog. There had been a
heated argument between
the two families before. Once
again, when the two families
came face to face, one of
them pulled out a sword in
public. Not only that, another
youth tried to attack him with
a sword, but the youth
managed to escape. On the
other hand, they also injured
each other with wooden
sticks. Local people tried to
stop them repeatedly, but the
matter became so heated that
they attacked each other with
wooden sticks. Due to this,
two people were also injured.

The Amreli letter case has
now reached Surat. Leaders
including Paresh Dhanani,
Pratap Dudhat were detained
at Mangarh Chowk, which is at
the center of political and social
agitation. On the other hand,
the investigation of this letter
case, which has created a stir
across the state, has now been
handed over to SMC DIG
Nirlipta Rai. On one hand,
politics has heated up in the
Amreli letter case, on the other
hand, the police are also now
seen in action. Amreli SP
suspended three policemen of
LCB on Sunday itself.

Tight police deployment at
Mangarh Chowk

Congress had announced a
dharna at Mangarh Chowk
today (January 13) to get
justice for the girl who was
raped in Amreli. Surat police
did not give permission for the
dharna, regarding which
Paresh Dhanani had said that
we will come and sit on the
dharna anytime, as a result of
which police from other police
stations including Varachha
police were deployed at
Mangarh Chowk since
yesterday. After that, a large
number of police were
deployed at Mangarh Chowk
since early morning today. At
10 o'clock, Congress leaders
including Paresh Dhanani,
Pratap Dudhat came to
Mangarh Chowk and started
the dharna by garlanding the
Sardar statue. The police had
detained them before they
could start the dharna.

Before sitting down and
starting the sit-in, detained

Congress leader Paresh
Dhanani said that when the
daughter had to suffer in
Amreli, we are fighting for her
justice. Freedom came only
through movements, yet the
police do not allow us to hold
movements or protests. We
had sought permission at
Mangarh Chowk, but the police
did not give us permission. In
fact, there is no provision for
taking permission for such
dharnas and movements. A
tight police presence was
made at Mangarh Chowk. We
wanted to hold a sit-in
peacefully. Mangarh Chowk
has been a witness to social
and political movements, so we
were coming here to hold a sit-
in to get justice for the
daughter. If we do not get
permission to hold a sit-in, we
will start a sit-in at Varachha
police station itself.

Political heat in Mangarh
Chowk since this morning

Paresh Dhanani had
organized a dharna program
in Amreli to get justice for the
girl who was a victim in the
letter scandal. But he was
detained before that. After
that, he has chosen Mangarh
Chowk in Surat city to get
justice for his daughter. To
reach the government, he has
taken shelter of the Sardar
statue at Mangarh Chowk and
raised his voice in support of
his daughter. Congress leader
and Patidar leader Paresh
Dhanani understands the
importance of Mangarh Chowk
in Surat very well. In the history
of Gujarat, Mangarh Chowk
has been a witness to social
and political movements. In

particular, the Patidar
reservation movement is
considered to have started at
Mangarh Chowk. The voices
raised in Mangarh Chowk in
Surat reach all the Patidars of
the state. Especially the political
situation and social issues of
Surat are discussed in the
entire Saurashtra. Paresh
Dhanani, by choosing to contest
from Mangarh Chowk, has
raised his voice to socially and
politically connected Patidar
leaders across the state.

A cowardly attempt to
suppress voice in democracy

Patidar leader and
Congress leader Suresh
Suhagiya said that just as
Congress leader Paresh
Dhanani was not allowed to
hold a dharna in Amreli, he has
also been stopped from
holding a dharna at Mangadh
Chowk in Surat. In a
democracy, anyone can raise
his voice.

But at the behest of this
government, the police have
detained Congress leader
Paresh Dhanani and Pratap
Dudhat and other activists.
Which is a cowardly attempt
by the police to crush the social
movement. Even though the
police were contacted to hold
a dharna peacefully, they did
not give them any kind of
cooperation and today, as soon
as they reached Mangadh
Chowk, our leaders were
detained which is really not
right.
